c) Adult:
1) Ranitidine is effective for treating endoscopically diagnosed erosive esophagitis. Relief of heartburn occurs within 24 hours.
Recommended dosage is 150 milligrams 4 times daily (Prod Info Zantac(R). 2000).
2) Ranitidine is indicated in the treatment of endoscopically-diagnosed erosive esophagitis. Fellowing ranitidine 150 milligrams
4 times daily, healing occurs in 47%, 71%, and 84% of patients following therapy for 4, 8, and 12 weeks, respectively.
Symptomatic relief of heartburn generally occurs within 24 hours of initiating therapy (Prod Info Zantac(R}, 2000).
3) Non-FDA labeling indicates that ranitidine 150 milligrams twice daily produced healing in 38%. 56%, and 71% of erosive
esophagitis at 4, 8, and 12 weeks, respectively (McCarty-Dawson et al, 1996a).

4) The usual recommended maintenance dose for erosive esophagitis is ranitidine 150 milligrams or 10 milliliters (equivalent to

\ 150 milligrams of ranitidine) twice daily (Frod Info Zantac(R), 2004c).

d) Pediatric:
1) Ranitidine therapy (6 milligrams/kilogram/day (mg/kg/day)} did not reliably improve esophagitis in children (mean age; 9.2
years old) with developmental disabilities. In this small study of 10 patients, the majority of the disabilities were caused by
cerebral palsy: none of the patients were capable of self-care. Esophageal pH monitoring was used to titrate the ranitidine
dose; however, ranitidine therapy was not able to effectively increase the pH above 4. During the first 3 months of therapy.
ranitidine did not improve visual or histologic esophagitis. Some caregivers did note improvement (p less than 0.003) in
symptoms (ie, irntability). After 3 months and up te 6 months, ranitidine dose was increased (ie, 14.8 mg/kg/day) however.
histologic and visual was marginally improved. Unfortunately. this patient population did not respond favorably to ranitidine. The
cause for treatment failure may have been related to the severity of the esophagitis in children with disabilities and the
